Comp 156 Lab Web Page creation Week 2
This week you are going to use a free Web Page Editor called NVU KompoZer. You should be able to do the entire part 1 WITHOUT writing any html! Think of NVU as a tool very similar to Word. Once you learn the Menu bar and toolbars you can easily create an html document using a “wysiwyg” interface.
NVU is available in GP Labs. Select “Start” -> “Programs” -> “Computing” -> “NVU KompoZer”
If you want to do future web pages on a budget you can download a free copy of NVU on your own computer at http://www.nvu.com/  

Using NVU Editor
Please do all changes and testing in your Web folder on your M: drive. When you are finished you will move the new file(s) to the web server hal. If the mapped drive is no longer there, I have included the instructions for mapping a drive to hal at the end of this document.

Open the program NVU and familiarize yourself with the drop down menus and toolbars. 
This tool should have enough similarities to MS Word so that with your basic knowledge of html you should be able to quickly create a web page with some common features.

Create a new web page using this editor. Marks for this week are based on the following.

	Checklist

	Interesting and complete content 

	Appropriate descriptive title appears in browser title when viewing the page

	Use header 1 and header 2 styles correctly

	Insert a 3 column (minimum) by 2 row (minimum) table with a hyperlink in each cell

	Select a different background color for table cells 

	Use a bullet or numbered list appropriately on page

	Demonstrate use of bold, italics, larger and smaller fonts within a paragraph of text.

	Insert at least 2 images

	Specify size, location, border and alternate text attributes with all inserted images

	Select and use an appropriate “wallpaper” to use as a background

	Use the anchor tool (on toolbar) and create at least one “back to top” link.

	All text including links clearly visible over wallpaper or background you selected
(Be careful on color combinations)

	Use spellchecker and correct obvious spelling errors

	Make changes to index and BasicPage (from last week)

	Create a new link from index.html to the new page

	Change bgcolor attribute to a background attribute 2 times (index and Basicpage files)
All three of your HTML files must have the same background or wallpaper.


The next page lists a set of instructions for the non-creative people. If you prefer, you may create a web page on any topic, in any format, as long as it has all the elements listed above. Everyone does steps 1 – 4; after that, you decide. 
Everyone does Part 2!
Assignment Part 1 (use my ideas or create your own – just include required elements)

1. Type in a main heading including your name and format the text as a “heading 1”.
2. Add a second line formatted as “heading 2”
Perhaps:”My experience creating web pages” 
3. Save the file as page2.firstname.lastname.html and add a descriptive page title 
(will show up on title bar in the browser).
Do the following or do your own thing! Just be sure to meet all the requirements listed on the previous page!
4. Before going any farther in this assignment. NOW is the correct time to make a copy of any graphic images you are going to use on this page and paste them into your Web folder! You must also select the background or wallpaper that you want to use and copy that file into your Web Folder! (see instruction 9 below for the location of some safe background files).  Actually – as long as you remember to put any file you reference into Web BEFORE referencing it in NVU – you will be OK.

5. Type in a few sentences about your experience creating web pages. You can describe your learning from last week and then come back to this section at the end to describe your experience using NVU. 
6. Format individual key words or phrases as bold or italic, use the toolbar to make some or all of the text larger or smaller. Use bullet lists or numbered lists. Play with the formatting toolbar buttons and use edit undo if needed.
7. Insert another image (a photo of you?), resize it to roughly 400 X 300 pixels, right aligned and add a 10 pixel border to the photo. Provide descriptive alternate text. (Remember any graphics you use must first be copied into this Web folder!)  Avoid pixilation.
8. Select a 2nd graphic image of your choice; insert it at an appropriate place in the document. Control the size, position, border and alternate text attributes. Remember to cite the source correctly if you do not own the image.

9. Add a background wallpaper to use for your web pages. Please choose something light that does not make text difficult to read. Save the wallpaper file in your Web folder BEFORE attempting to use the file as your background.  You can find some to use on the S: drive.  I have also saved some that do not work well that you can try to see the difference.
PLEASE NOTE: I will deduct marks if the background you choose makes the text difficult to read so choose something simple here! 
Want more choices? If you Google “free backgrounds” you will find an overwhelming number available on the web.
10. Insert a 3 column by 2 row table and in each cell of the table create a link to another web page (6 links in total). None of these links can be ones you used last week! Pick 6 new URL’s and create text descriptions and links for all 6.

11. Add a different, complementary background color to your table.

12. Insert a top anchor at the beginning of the body section (look on the toolbar) and add one or two “back to top” links where needed on the page. (You may have to use the NVU Help)

13. Go back to the text under “My experience creating web pages” and add some more lines about what you learned using NVU.

14. USE SPELL CHECK and fix any spelling errors!

15. Save the file before closing it
16. Test your page by viewing it with a browser

17. Make sure that all text is easily read with the colours you are using. 
18. Test all your links to ensure they work.

19. Review the table above to ensure that you have included all the elements I am looking for in your page.

Assignment Part 2 (Yes you use html code again for this part!)
1. Edit your Basicweb.Firstname.lastname file with Notepad ++
2. You are going to remove the bgcolor attribute in the body tag and replace it with a background attribute (background=filename.gif), use the same background as you used for the new page2.html file. 
3. Do the same for your index.html file. You will now have 3 html files all using the same background. 

4. Add a 4th link in index.html that links to your new page2
5. If you are lucky, your workstation still has the mapped drive to hal. If not follow directions below to map a drive before going to next instruction.
Map a drive to Hal (only if the drive is not available on your workstation)
a) In the My Computer window, click "Tools" --> "Map Network Drive"

b) In the dialog choose any available drive letter perhaps (Z), enter the path “\\hal\c156ka”
c) Click "Connect using different username"

d) Set Username = “c156ka” and Password = “c156ka”.  Both are case sensitive.  

e) Press “Finish”
6. Copy all files in your Web folder and paste them into your Firstname.Lastname folder on hal. (You are replacing last week’s files with the new versions).
7. Open a browser and go to hal.cs.camosun.bc.ca/c156ka/yourfoldername/

8. Use both Internet Explorer and Firefox browsers to test the look and all links on your two pages, and fix any problems before sending me this week’s email.
If there is a file named index.htm or index.html anyone may now access your web pages. Assuming student John Smith wants to see his new website, he would point his browser to: http://hal.cs.camosun.bc.ca/c156ka/John.Smith (remember everything is case sensitive – be consistent)
